Mangroves of the world:

e The world has an estimated total of 15.6 million hectares
of mangroves.

e There are 80 major types of mangroves in the world.

e Avicennia Marina is the most widespread mangroves
species in the world.

e Asia has the largest mangrove area in the world. More
than 50 mangrove species grow along its coasts.

e 35 percent of the world's mangroves have been lost in the
last decade.

e An alarming 20 percent of mangrove area, has been lost
since 1980.

o Indonesia has the highest diversity of mangrove species
in the world.

o Sundarbans Reserved Forest, covering approximately
1 million hectares found in Bangladesh is the largest
mangrove forest in the world.

e Mangroves forests do not grow in cold climate. They are
mainly found near the tropical areas and closer to the
Equator.

We need to be AWARE, we need to be CONCERNED and we
need to ACT NOW! These disappearing mangrove forests are
home to many marine and bird species. They will lose their
sanctuary due to our actions. Let’s save our mangroves!!
